This time of year we haved gathered
lots of new and exciting information to share with our
devoted Alumni Association members!

We were fortunate to be invited to a memorial celebration
for Captain William H. Nation who graduated from
Arlington
High in 1936.
(Story on
page 2.) He
served in the
U S Army
until his
death January
31, 1945.
At left I am
with his cousin Tom Hartin who gathered the extended
family to celebrate the soldier’s life by displaying many of
Captain Nations letters, including the last letter he wrote
to his family here in Arlington. We viewed many photos

and other memorabilia his family shared while honoring
the memory of such a dedicated man as the room filled
with laughter, love, and joy!

The Nation family has founded a scholarship through
the Alumni Association in Captain Nation’s name to be
presented at the senior Awards Assembly this month.
The Association is proud to facilitate the granting of the
Nation scholarship to an outstanding ROTC student.

On February 2, we turned to the future as representatives
of the Arlington ISD Education Foundation and of the
Alumni Association awarded AHS math teacher Kim
Buchmeyer a grant for innovation in her math classes.
(Story on page 5.) Because of our members’ devotion to
supporting Arlington High School, this grant was fully
funded by the Association in the amount of $2,492.60.

The 2015 class of Distinguished Colt Alumni has been
selected. Four alumni from three decades—the class of
1967 has two honorees, along with one from the ’88 class,
and one from ’96—will be introduced at Open House

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Remembering Captain William H. Nation, AHS 36

On January 31, 2015, the 70th anniversary
of Captain William Nation’s death in
Belgium, both a ceremony and a celebration
were held. One was a tribute to Captain Nation
at the Henri Chappelle Cemetery in Belgium
where he is buried. This cemetery honors
American soldiers who died liberating that
country all those years ago. Captain Nation’s
nephews, Phil and Bill C. Nation, were in
attendance. Five days after the Battle of the
Bulge, on the last day of January 1945, while
Bill was driving a jeep, he was shot and killed.
His passenger survived and lives in Dallas today.

Bill Nation has a cult following in Normandy and
Belgium because he was one of the few that had color
8mm film. In addition to the movies he sent home, his
letters were prolific and masterfully done. A book with
his letters and pictures has been published in France
(dedicated to Bill's memory), and a documentary of his
films was produced and shown in Cherbourg before the
premier of Saving Private Ryan several years ago.

In order to include the many members of the Nation
family who paused to remember Bill on this fateful day,
the celebration occurred in Arlington. His movies were

running on a loop; his letters were read; the
book mentioned above—along with others
which wrote of him—were displayed.

The Nation family has a long, wide, and
star-studded connection to Arlington High
School and its Alumni Association. The late
Fay Nation Van Dam, ‘39, was one of our
first members. The family’s two valedictorians
(Fay, Margaret Nation Hartin, ‘33), one
salutatorian (Rebekah Tate, ‘14) and Fielder
Award winners (Margaret, Joe Nation, ‘47,
Rebekah) have graced AHS through the
generations. In addition, last year Rebekah received one
of our Alumni Association scholarships. (Update on page 6.)

Serving as Master of Ceremonies and prime organizer
of the event was Margarets son Tom Hartin—Alas,
he grew up elsewherel—who galvanized the family to
contribute to a scholarship fund in memory of Captain
Nation to be given through the auspices of the AHS
Alumni Association to an ROTC student. This fund has
grown enough to be able to fund $1,000 scholarships over
several years.

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he late Colonel Neel Kearby, Class of

1928, is the only Congressional Medal
of Honor winner Arlington can claim as its
own. After a permanent display on the Wall of
Fame at the Arlington ISD Central Office was
completed, the portrait of Colonel Kearby was
given to Arlington High School. On the right,
you can see the portrait as it was displayed
in 2014 in the hall next to the cafeteria. No
information other than name and class was
provided, and you can see by the courtyard
doors on the right, only a 7-footer could get
an adequate view of the portrait.

When members of the Alumni Association saw the bald display, they realized no student would have any idea that
this graduate of their high school was a fighter pilot extraordinaire in World War II. With the help of Linh Nguyen,
AISD Curriculum Coordinator for Art, Richard Aghamalian, ‘65, and Geraldine Nash Mills, ‘59, of the Arlington
Historical Society, the Board of Directors—particularly Paul Swartz, whose expert eye guided proper placement—
rectified the situation.

On the left you can see the new display which now hangs across the hall from the windows into the courtyard. In
addition to the portrait of this warrior who gave his life for his country, a copy of the Medal of Honor citation and
a biographical sketch of the colonel flanks his picture. This is just one more example of the Arlington High School
Alumni Association benefitting our alma mater and its current students.
